¶ The Howell Day Museum is issuing a new release

The meeting is approaching and with it the setup for 
the SlimRail show on the following Saturday.  As it 
turns out I will be tied up on Saturday morning.  I will 
be there for the afternoon shift.  At this time it is 
planned that we will do at least a partial setup 
between 2 and 5 PM on the Friday afternoon before 
the meeting.  We will have a 34 foot long dogbone 
layout which will be DCC only in order to maximize 
the trains that can operate at the same time.  I will 
have the ends and controls ready to go so inserting 
the four modules is all that will be needed to run.  
SlimRail runs with tethered NCE control so we can 
use our NCE radio cabs on our layout.  If you can 
help with setup on Friday afternoon or Saturday, 
please let me know before Friday.  The show opens 
to the public from 9:30 AM to 3:00 PM on Saturday.  
If you would like to operate your DCC trains on 
Saturday, let me know.  Even if you can't bring a 
train, you can help man the perimeter and visit with 
the public.  This show attracts lots of families with 
young kids, so there are plenty of opportunities to 
interact.  The more the merrier. 
 
It is also time to start thinking about our own PPD 
train show on 29 October.  We plan to have up to a 
32 foot oval for that one.  We will need some more 
modules for it.  I know there are some new modules 
in progress in the Division.  If anyone has new 
modules that will be ready by then, I would like to 
hear from you.  Of the existing modules, let me know 
if you can participate in this setup so I can design 
the layout.  We will have both DC and DCC available 
on this layout.  In the past, we have setup the 
modules on the Friday evening before the show and 
I expect that we will try to do that this time too.  We 
can finalize the plans for this show at the next 
meeting.
